13 steps towards excellent preparation!

Done?

1. Prayerful preparation - pray a little each day for the Holy Spirit to guide
and inspire you in the run up to 8 July

2. Let us know when you receive your ETA (if you haven't already)

3. Copy your ETA and 2 Copies of passport and send to Fr Chris at Corpus
Christi (if you haven't done so already)

4. Get a sleeping bag (3 season to keep you warm for the vigil on the last
night in Sydney)

5. Find a gift for your host family — something durable and memorable is
good (e.g. a Big Ben Tea Towel, Beefeater Fridge Magnet, London
Underground Mug)

6. Change your money

7. Email/call Fr Chris or the info@worldyouthday.org.uk email should you
have any further queries, however small.

8. Check your email regularly in case we send you any more info

9. Download the World Youth Day reflections from www.pray-as-you-
go.org (available after 5 July 2008). If you don't have an MP3 player
don’t worry — there will be others on the trip who will be happy to share
theirs

10. If you are on medication:

— Obtain any prescription medications (enough supply for the
whole trip)

— Remember to pack a 3 day supply in your hand luggage

— Take a copy of any prescriptions for regular medications

11. Pack! (see packing list for guidance)...

— remember to pack no more food than you can eat on your flight
as Australia is very strict on what you can bring in

— Mark/label your baggage clearly

— Weigh your baggage — hold and hand. Make sure baggage is
secure and that liquids are properly stored, if in hand luggage

12. Plan your journey to Heathrow airport on 8" July and make sure you
have packed well beforehand

13. Check you have ALL the relevant documents (Passport. Travel Authority
and Insurance Certificate)

On the 8 July 2008
Done?

1. Check you have your passport and ETA in your hand luggage

2. Leave plenty of time to reach the airport

3. Meet at St George’s Chapel next to the coach station at Heathrow
airport at 1645 for a pilgrim Mass at 1700hrs (Tube stop: Heathrow
Terminals 1,2,3)

4. Make sure parents have got the contact numbers they need
